HRPLJ Action of the Month: V olunteering at Glide Memorial

     On Thursday, October 13, the Hastings Race and Poverty Law 
Journal kicked off it’s new Action of the Month tradition by volun-
teering to serve free food to local Tenderloin residents through a 
program sponsored by Glide Memorial Church here in San Fran-
cisco.    A few of us got an introduction from Glide’s Volunteer Co-
ordinator Kris Johnson who explained much about the congregation 
and its history in the community.  Some tidbits: Lizzie Glide built 
the whole church and attached buildings in 1932 for only $8,000!  
We also learned that Lizzie Glide established Glide not only as a 
church but a foundation which makes Glide eligible for government 
funding which is generally unavailable to religious organizations.  
We also talked about the history of the Tenderloin as an immigrant 
community and the “containment” attitude of law enforcement to-
wards the community which results in very minimal enforcement of 
drug laws and local ordinances.  Finally,  we were genuinely thanked 
for the service we would provide in the kitchen.
    Once in the kitchen, a whirlwind 2 ½ hours followed of scooping 

rice, passing trays, pouring drinks, and doling out all of the food for 
approximately 400 meals.  We were a great team and the HRPLJ 
members joined with a couple other community volunteers and Glide 
employees to provide the most basic of human needs to people from 
all walks of life.  
   Kris told us that more important than the actual help of serving the 
food is that you send a message to the people receiving the food that 
they matter.  Or as one patron put it, “just know that in God’s eyes 
you are doing a great thing.”  We were all truly inspired by the expe-
rience, and we hope to return as volunteers at Glide in the near fu-
ture.   Many thanks to Kris Johnson and the full-time volunteers at 
Glide Memorial Church who made this rewarding experience possi-
ble.
